days, which means you can get in two rides
towards the State Championship Event.

They have been a few changes in 2008 to the
CSHA rules. The highlights are:

1. You no longer pay $15 to join the program.
Rather, the group putting on the ride submits $3 for
every rider they judge. With that, you are counted
for the State Trail Trials Program. Three rides
(same horse/same category) during the ride year
qualify you to participate in the State Championship
Event.

2. You still need to be a CSHA member to
participate in the State Championship Event. You
can do this in two ways. One, as a direct member;
or two, by being a member of a CSHA Club (Norco
Horsemen's Assoc., Orange County Equestrians,
Riverside Recreational Trails, Riverside Range
Riders, and Trailseekers of Moreno Valley are just
a few).

3. Read the rules and see a list of trail trials being
putting on all over California by going to the
website: www.trailtrials.com

4. A Team (horse and rider) can only qualify for
State Championship Event two times in the Novice
or Intermediate category, after which they must
advance to the next category.

5. As everyone riding now accumulates points for
the State Championship Event, the Score Sheet is
now also the RAP Sheet. There is no separate
RAP sheet that CSHA Trail Trials Riders must sign.

This years State Championship Event will be held
at Motherload Ranch outside of Sonora, CA. This
is a fantastic location. | will have pictures from the
2005 SCE held there at the Casper Trail Trials.
