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The Roy Rogers Rangers Mounted Shooters woulg
like to invite the Trail Seekers to a fun day of
introducing your horse to new things. We regularly
train our horses through obstacle courses in order 1
have a well rounded horse for arena performance,
on the trail and any other situation that may occur.
This training is as much for the rider as for the
horse.

The senses that horses react to and the areas that
will be covered are touch, sight, hearing and smell.
We will cover basics such as introducing the horse
to obstacles such as balls, ropes, balloons, tarps,
umbrellas, music, traffic cones, flags and smells.

When working with horses, we must always

remember they are animals who originated from the

wild. We want our horse to be sensitive, yet to hav
over-reactive responses dulled to a perceived scary
situation. We want our horse to be more confident
He would have more confidence in himself and in
his rider. Most people understand the importance (¢
touch in working with a horse and gladly spend the
time bathing, picking up and cleaning a horse’s hoc
up to this point and then they stop.

Touch will quickly activate the kicking, striking, or
biting instincts which have protected a horse and a
the natural defense instincts of their ancestors.
Touch is the only sense that will cause a horse to
react with fighting instincts instead of flight. Noise,
sight, or sound will cause a horse to flee to a safe
distance, then turn and watch. The purpose of the
exercises we will be covering on Saturday, January
17 at MVEC is to stress the importance of
introducing your horse to new things.

This horse is now challenged with having the tarp
completely cover his ears and eyes and he learns
feel the pressure/release for leading.
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It is important to have your horse comfortable with
being haltered, brushed, and bathed so there is less
trouble in higher excitability situations when riding.

It is much easier to learn how to react in a low
pressure situation than in a high excitable situation.

If we progress well, we can do some obstacle course
riding in the arena. It will be a fun and new
experience for us and give us a chance to get to
know each other!
