So how does ACTHA plan on stomping out horse
hunger!!???

Many have tried, many are trying, but it has beeid g
ting worse.

If you average the reports and studies one wid fin
that there are approximately 120,000 neglected

equine in the USA... some studies claim as many as-

170,000.

To understand ACTHA'’s planned impact one must
understand the root causes of this shameful epdemi
Those thrown around and uncov-
ered by the studies are slaughter
laws, over breeding, lack of educa-
tion on the cost of horse ownership,
poor economy, and several other
foundational logical and statisti-
cally correct observations and
statements.

When we set out to take this on one glaring fambdbt
out...50%or more of the ‘forgotten’ horses takeibyn
rescues are “sound”.. Hungry, sad, confused... but
sound! What happened!?

Here at ACTHA we think a very large part of the di-
lemma is “Equine UnemploymentThey lost their
jobs.. Their rider went to college, couldn’t pag th
feed bill, a dealer couldn’t sell him, there was no
place that a race owner could sell their slower
horses... etc.

But he was fit to be ridden. As unromantic as it
sounds it's a basic economic problem of valuation
and market demand.

Here at ACTHA we want to give them a job! Carry-
ing you on fun rides and winning prizes in our Com-
petitive Trail Challenges.© The jobs we have arg fu
natural and it's a come one, come all. Almost any
horse can enjoy and participate in our rides. ift’s
essence a larid back, untimed 6 mile trail rideireS

it will be evern more fun if you and your horsare
some skills, but just showing up and seeing what's
out there is most the fun.

Critics may say ACTHA won’t make a differ-
ence. Consider this;
Currently about 20% of the horses competing
in ACTHA events have been rescued by their
owners. (Our members tend to walk the talk).
If ACTHA’s growth continues and we have
1000 rides this year as planned, about 50,000
horse/rider teams will mount up. Most of our
members ride multiple times, often with sev-
eral horses during the year. Therefore many
of the horses are repeat performers. Best esti-
mates are we’ll have 20,000 individual horses
show up to ACTHA rides over the next 12
months.. Performing, volunteering or just
checking it out. That’s 4,000 rescued horses
being “valued” by their owners.
ACTHA's best estimates are that ACTHA
will max out at 5,000 rides per year and aver-
age attendance will grow to the point where
300,000 horses are registered with ACTHA.
With a 9 million horse universe that is
just 3.3 % of the horse population in
America. The main limitation we face is
the calendar. There are just so many rides
that can be held in a 2 day week, Satur-
day and Sunday.
Assuming our membership continues
seeking the good calm trail horses found
in many neglected situations, 60,000 horses
will be saved and put back to enjoyable work
in loving homes.
Our current infrastructure of legitimate rescues
and sanctuaries are well equipped to handle the
remaining horses not up to the task of a CTC.
Here at ACTHA we work around the clock racing
towards this end result and feel privileged to
steward such a wonderful solution. We serve the
horse and vow to honor our unwritten agreement
with all equines”... allow us on your most vulner-
able place, your back, and carry us to sights un-
seen, plow our fields, stand by us and die with us
in war, build our tunnels and carry the richesgo u
from below the earth, give up your freedom to
roam, teach us, and we in turn will take care of
you.”

Environmental Groups turn In

750,000 Signatures for State

Ballot Initiative to Fund State
Parks!

Environmental groups, including the Nature Conser-

List
From the California State Parks Foundation:
The National Trust for Historic Preservation

added the entire California State Park system
to it’s 2010 list of 11 Most Endangered His-

vancy, Peninsula Open Space Trust, Save the Redwoodtoric Places. Years of budget problems, an on-

tures to qualify the State Parks Imitative for NMmvem-

ber 2010. Under state law, the campaign needéd jus

433,931 valid signatures of registered Califorroteys
to qualify for the ballot.

If approved, the measure will increase annual Vehic
registration fees for California automobiles by $1E8

year and allow any car with California license ptatree

day-use admission to any of California’s 278 speteks.
Current fees range from about $6 to $15 per dag= A
cording to organizers, the fee would raise abo00$5
million a year. The law will require that 85% oktfee

revenue go to state parks and mandate that lawshaker

The remairiibo
would go to the Department of Fish and Game, the
states Ocean Protection Council, and

Other agencies for wildlife and ocean projectsteSta
parks have long been a target of lawmakers sedéting
ways to balance the California budget. Governaor Ar

nold Schwarzenegger last year proposed that closing
220 parks. Such drastic actions were averted, hewev

other actions to reduce the hours and days of tipera
closing visitor centers and closing restrooms atest
parks have been taken. In the current budget year,

Schwarzenegger has proposed the state park buelget b -

reduced to $0. He has indicated that if the legista
will allow oil drilling off the coast of Santa Baaba,
something that the Legislature has rejected irptst
due to environmental concerns, he will considetores
ing some funding.

Passage of this ballot initiative will ensure thigte
parks will continue to be fully
funded without being a pawn in
budget battles and that California
state parks will continue to be en-
joyed for generations to come

going $1.2 million deferred maintenance
backlog, and statewide service reductions
make California’s park system a prime exam-
ple of what is happen to parks throughout the
country, according to the Trust.

As further proof of the uncertain future of
California’s state parks, California’s legisla-
tive analyst recommended that the legislature
reduce state park funding from $140 million
(as proposed by the Governor) to $122 mil-
lion. That's a devastating $22 million cut!

If the legislature decides to implement this
cut your state parks will face closure and
service reductions above and beyond those
currently implemented at 150 of Califor-
nia’s 278 state parks.

What can you do?

Contact your state representatives and tell
them you support the state parks and de-
mand full funding.
