Trails Systems Need Our Support

Recently rumors have been circulating regardingréut
uses of the Moreno Valley Equestrian Center. These
rumors involve soccer fields but while there isvaal
grain of truth in them, the whole story is mucHetliént.

As you may have heard, or experienced in your own
family, soccer fields in the Moreno Valley area are
great demand. The lack of the sufficient number of
fields and the lack of fields with lighting that wid
allow extending play time to evening hours have enad
getting practice and playing time for youth andladu
leagues extremely difficult. Representatives of the
soccer community have approached the Moreno Valley
City Council seeking a resolution to the problems.a&
result of the request for intervention, the Counsied
the Parks and Recreation department to providg af
all available soccer and open park space to deterrhi
any of them could be used for soccer fields. The M
Equestrian center, specifically the eastern, uridpeel
side, was listed in that report to the City Councihat
is it, nothing more. Some have interpreted this
information to mean that the Equestrian Centenare
and all, are threatened with becoming a soccet.fiel
That scenario is extremely unlikely and indeed
converting the arena or any area of the equestgater
with its “unique” soil to soccer fields would besto
prohibitive to our cash strapped city.

That being said, this is no time for the Morenol&al
horse community to be silent about our needs.
