At meeting held Tuesday, July 6, 2010, the Trakees
Board of Directors voted unanimously to supportuke
of all valid and humane equestrian uses of the My&d
to support the amendment to Chapter 11.40 of thed®i
Moreno Valley Municipal Code that would modify allo
the use of non-projectile firearms at the MVEC ffoac-
tice, exhibition, or completion related to re-emaent
program or events authorized through the issuahae o
formal permit.

Citing the Trailseekers by-laws that state the psepof
the Trailseekers to be tprfomote, preserve, maintain,
and improve equestrian interestahd to*encourage and
support new avenues of interest and awarenesgifagte
and advancing equestrian activitieshe Board agreed
that mounted shooting is a valid use of the eqiagsten-
ter and supporting it is consistent with Trailseskgoals
and purpose. The vote reflects the opinion of tharB of
Directors only and is not a reflection of thosdh# entire
membership for whom a vote has not been taken.

MVEC: FIGHT MISINFORMATION  with FACT

Please give your support to all activities that miate opportunities for people to hu-
manely enjoy their love of horses, dogs, and nattitte Moreno Valley Equestrian
Center (MVEC).

Equestrian enjoyment can be expressed in many wagh,as English pleasure, jumping,
western riding, barrel racing, trail riding, mouthtghooting, endurance riding, driving,
horse shows, and backyard pets. Not everyone wapirticipation in all types of eques-
trian events. However, supporting each other'erdi® interests is crucial for the survival,
growth, and maturation of our equestrian commuatityVEC.

The Moreno Valley Parks and Community Services Dep#nt is recommending an ordinance amendment {o
enable groups such as mounted shooters to rentNh&EC facilities and to correct an oversight in regds to
activities previously allowed, including police mestraining. Recently, UNAUTHORIZED MISINFORMA-
TION has been spread about possible mounted shap#ntivities at the Moreno Valley Equestrian Center
The points below clarify what is really being proged.

Ordinance Change The City is reviewing an ordinance amendment tint applies to MVEC. The amendment
would allow guns firing blanks to be used by modrghooters, horse desensitization training events, Charges
have been made that the amendment allows indis@imishooting by anyone, any time at MVEThis is

WRONG! Anyone wanting to shoot blanks at the parlwill be required to reserve the facilities using cuent
procedures including the issuance of a formal perri Proof of insurance and compliance with all parkregula-
tions are mandatory. No one will be allowed to brig a blank-firing pistol — the only kind of gun tobe allowed —
on the premises without proper and prior authorizaion. Notification of all such events will be posted.

Noise —Recently, the Moreno Valley City Code EnforcemeppBrtment provided a courtesy decibel tests abgea
properties and found that noise levels measuregdtam decibels higher than normal when mounted shgdlanks
are fired at MVEC. City ordinances also addregsanplified sound in parks.

Hound Town —When conducting a decibel test, Moreno Valley staerved that Hound Town visiting dogs’ behfv-
ior was unaffected when blanks were being fired.

Number of Rounds —Claims that 2,400 rounds will be shot in a typiday are overstated. Currently the group in-
volved hosts approximately 30 people or fewer, Itggpin half that many rounds. An average courgamally takes
a contestant between 25 and 30 seconds to comp@dta.of quiet set-up and clean-up time occursveen courses.

Safety —Mounted shooting does not use bullets or projectiRRiders use black powder blanks effective tée2 to
pop balloons. The Cowboy Mounted Shooting AssamatCMSA) has strict guidelines for practice, catipon,
blanks, and sanctioning of clubs. In 18 yearsacmdents have occurred with the public, riderdanses due to
mounted shooting blanks.

Cost Analysis -User fees for MVEC are based on amenities andargarable to adjacent cities. The base charge is
$125 per day. Additional services such as arenanging, watering, or lights cost extra. Based wticgpated group
size, trash and manure pickup will be no moreliermounted shooters than for other groups rentiegtena, so no
extraordinary costs will be incurred.

Security —MVEC has a caretaker on the premises who mains&iosrity by driving or walking all areas at leasgice
a day, seven days a week. A roving City staffglatand enforces park rules daily.

Wildlife Concerns —Human activities and an adjacent shooting rangenbdeterred the use of the MVEC for feefl-
ing, nesting, and habitat for many species of itelates, birds, reptiles, and mammals.

Home Sales/Values Since its development, MVEC has increased buyerast in nearby equestrian homes.
